Prime Quotes: 
In the fat market, Steers over 500kg got to a top of 266cents/kg, to average 245cents/kg. Quality and prices were similar to 
previous weeks. There was a big run of quality Cows in the 400-600kg weight range with prices getting to a top of 266cents/kg, to 
average 233cents/kg. This is some of the best money we’ve seen for Cows so far this year. In the lighter Cows, up to 400kg, 
prices went to 218cents/kg, to average 165cents/kg. In the Bulls, 500-750kg weight range, prices got to 248cents/kg, to average 
223cents/kg. This is up around 10cents/kg on previous weeks. Light weight Bulls, up to 500kg, got to 206cents/kg, to average

Store Quotes: 
In the store market, as we’ve seen in previous weeks, quality made good money. There was a pen of good quality Steers in the 
200-300kg weight range which made 318cents/kg, while the average for this line was 236cents/kg. In the 300-400kg weight range, 
prices got to a top of 245cents/kg, to average 226cents/kg. In the Heifers, the top price today was 244cents/kg which was for a 
pen of quality Heifers in the 400-500kg weight range. In the 200-300kg weight range, prices got to 242cents/kg to average
